TIMELINE/DETAILS
Monthly

· Third Grade teachers and students will meet as a team and share the book report assignment for the month.

· Students will check the blog for the book club assignment. (It will align with the project the entire third grade was assigned)

· I will post not only the assignment but also a list of five appropriate books.  

· Students email which book they chose to read.  They have three days to email me or I assign them a book and a group.

· I email the students back with other students who choose that book.  Depending on the number of students and the project for the month, the students will either choose a group or I will assign groups.

· Each student has 2 weeks to read the book.   As students are reading, they must participate in an online discussion about the book, either by posting a blog or commenting on a post.   Students must post/comment at least twice per book.  Posts/comments can be a summary, questions, vocabulary discussions, or even just thoughts/feelings (like/dislike, compare to another book, how it relates to them, favorite part, etc)

· Each group will complete a “book report”.  Each month the project will change.  

· Students will present their project to their classes on book report day (every student in the team presents to their homeroom).  

· I will post each project to the blog.

Students will minimal classroom time to complete these projects.  The Tech classroom will have an area set up in the back for these students to use during recess time if they choose.  Students will also we given access to the equipment every Thursday morning before school 8:30-9:15 and every Tuesday after school 4p.m.-5p.m.  A member of the tech/media team will supervise the students before and after school.

September

· Share information with students

· Registration

October

· Students will read a realistic fiction story.

· Students will create posters advertising the book using Pixie.

November

· Students will read a folktale.  They will write a detailed summary of the folktale.  

· Students will either create a comic strip using comic life or perform a puppet show that will become a podcast. (Students must use their summary to write the script).

December

· Students will read a how-to.  Students will follow the directions and make the project/object outlined in what they read.  

· Students will publish their own how-to. They will use digital cameras and either PowerPoint or Comic Life to create the how-to.


The project will open up to four additional schools to participate and register 
in January.  The current participants will remain in the club.  They will be 
responsible for advertising for the new members.  Students will write a script 
and create a commercial for the club.

January

· Registration begins for the other schools.

· Book Report Project:  TBA

February

· Project now includes students from five schools.

· Students will read a biography.  

· Students will either create a wiki about the person they learned/read about or will create a podcast of an “interview” with the person.  Students will be responsible for writing the script and performing.

March-May Projects: TBA

**Any Month that the project is TBA is due to changes within the third grade team. I do not know what other projects they will be completing this year.  I only am positive about the reports I planned.

Ending/Closure:

· The students will end the year with two blog posts.  One will be their favorite book that they read and why it is their favorite, and two a brief description of what they learned in the book club and if they would do it again.

· Each students/group of students will choose their favorite project to share with all attendees. (Similar to an Authors’ Tea)
