Be My Tour Guide!

Further Description of Activities

Letter one- Introduction as their personal tour guide of Maryland (their state). Writing to inform.
Students would share information about themselves as an introduction.  They should include where geographically they live in their state.  They should include other places they have visited in their state.  They should include information about their state’s symbols as they relate to their life. (In Maryland they may eat blue crabs in the summer, go to Oriole baseball games-named after our state bird, or have played lacrosse or seen jousting-our state sports)

Letter two- Persuasive writing piece in the form of a newsletter; complete with pictures, scanned or saved, broken into sections (We may require students to do the 3 regions of Maryland and include what there is to attract visitors)

Students will have researched and learned in class about our state’s geography and economy.  They will create a newsletter with at least 3 different sections that is written in a way to persuade the other student to visit Maryland if they had the chance.  The information must be based on facts, they will need to think of which features of the state would attract tourists.  They may also include a trivia or “did you know?” section about the state in order to cover geography and economy.

Letter three- An entertaining story about and experience the student had/could have in Maryland.

Based on what they have learned about their state, students must think of a situation that could occur in their state that would be an entertaining story.  They setting may play a large part, a particular occupation, a sports team, or any other topic that is specific to their state.  The topic and plot for these stories will most likely need to be approved by the teacher to ensure they keep the focus of the state’s individuality.
